Before Working Inside Your Computer

Use the following safety guidelines to help protect your computer from potential damage and to help to ensure your
personal safety. Unless otherwise noted, each procedure included in this document assumes that the following
conditions exist:

¢ You have performed the steps in Working on Your Computer.
* You have read the safety information that shipped with your computer.

e A component can be replaced or--if purchased separately--installed by performing the removal procedure in
reverse order.

A WARNING: Before working inside your computer, read the safety information that shipped with your computer. For

A CAUTION: Many repairs may only be done by a certified service technician. You should only perform
troubleshooting and simple repairs as authorized in your product documentation, or as directed by the online or
telephone service and support team. Damage due to servicing that is not authorized by Dell is not covered by your
warranty. Read and follow the safety instructions that came with the product.

CAUTION: To avoid electrostatic discharge, ground yourself by using a wrist grounding strap or by periodically
touching an unpainted metal surface, such as a connector on the back of the computer.

CAUTION: Handle components and cards with care. Do not touch the components or contacts on a card. Hold a
card by its edges or by its metal mounting bracket. Hold a component such as a processor by its edges, not by its
pins.

To avoid damaging your computer, perform the following steps before you begin working inside the computer.

1. Ensure that your work surface is flat and clean to prevent the computer cover from being scratched.
Turn off your computer (see Turning Off Your Computer).

If the computer is connected to a docking device (docked) such as the optional Media Base or Battery Slice,
undock it.

A CAUTION: To disconnect a network cable, first unplug the cable from your computer and then unplug the
cable from the network device.

Disconnect all network cables from the computer.

Disconnect your computer and all attached devices from their electrical outlets.

NOTE: To avoid damaging the system board, you must remove the main battery before you service the
computer.

CAUTION: To guard against electrical shock, always unplug your computer from the electrical outlet before
opening the display.

CAUTION: Before touching anything inside your computer, ground yourself by touching an unpainted metal
surface, such as the metal at the back of the computer. While you work, periodically touch an unpainted metal
surface to dissipate static electricity, which could harm internal components.

From the System Setup,
you can:

e Change the NVRAM settings after you add or remove hardware
e View the system hardware configuration

e Enable or disable integrated devices

e Setperformance and power management thresholds

e Manage your computer security

Boot Sequence

Boot Sequence allows you to bypass the System Setup-defined boot device order and boot directly to a specific device
(for example: optical drive or hard drive). During the Power-on Self Test (POST), when the Dell logo appears, you can:

e Access System Setup by pressing <F2> key
e Bring up the one-time boot menu by pressing <F12> key

The one-time boot menu displays the devices that you can boot from including the diagnostic option. The boot-menu
options are:

e Removable Drive (if available)
e STXXXX Drive

% NOTE: XXX denotes the SATA drive number.

¢ Optical Drive
* Diagnostics

% NOTE: Choosing Diagnostics, will display the ePSA diagnostics screen.

The boot sequence screen also displays the option to access the System Setup screen.

Navigation Keys

The following table displays the system setup navigation keys.

NOTE: For most of the system setup options, changes that you make are recorded but do not take effect until you
restart the system.

Table 1. Navigation Keys

Up arrow Moves to the previous field.
Down arrow Moves to the next field.
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Keys Navigation

<Enter> Allows you to select a value in the selected field (if applicable) or follow the link in the field.
Spacebar Expands or collapses a drop-down list, if applicable.
